WATER SUPPLY SERVICE
THIS AGREEMENT (sometimes hereinafter referred to as "the AGREEMENT") dated the 2nd
day of October, 2014, and approved by the Village Board on the day of

, 20 by and between: The Village of Lincolnshire, a municipal corporation of

the County of Lake, State of Illinois (sometimes hereinafter referred to as "the VILLAGE" and
Michael Wellems, (sometimes hereinafter referred to as "the OWNER"):

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE currently operates and maintains a water main (sometimes
hereinafter referred to as "the MAIN") located in the right-of-way or easement of (road)

Indian Creek Road and

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE currently operates and maintains a sanitary sewer line
(sometimes hereinafter referred to as "the LINE" located in the right-of-way or easement of

Indian Creek Road and

WHEREAS, OWNER is the legal title holder of certain real estate legally described on
EXHIBIT 'A' attached hereto and made a part hereof as if fully set forth herein, (sometimes
hereinafter referred to as "the REAL ESTATE") which real estate is located at (address)
23220 N. Indian Creek Road, is adjacent to the LINE and MAIN, is not contiguous to the

Village, and is not within the corporate limits of any other City or Village; and
WHEREAS, the REAL ESTATE is presently a residence (single family); and

WHEREAS, the water service to be constructed on the Real Estate is to be constructed
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according to certain plans and specifications entitled New Water Installation and dated

10/2/14, which plans and specifications are attached as EXHIBIT B, and which plans and
specifications have been inspected and approved by the Village; and

WHEREAS, the OWNER desires that the VILLAGE provide water supply to the REAL
ESTATE to such capacity and in such amounts as will adequately service the existing needs
thereof for a single family residence.

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE and OWNER determine it to be to their mutual advantage and to
the public interest that the REAL ESTATE be annexed to the VILLAGE; if in the sole
discretion of the VILLAGE, the VILLAGE elects to do so; and

WHEREAS, the VILLAGE, prior to providing water supply to the REAL ESTATE, desires to

enter contractual agreements with the OWNER as to the terms and conditions under which
such service and supply will be commenced and maintained;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing premises and in further
consideration of the mutual covenants, agreements and conditions herein contained, and other
good and valid consideration the parties hereto agree as follows;

1. Upon payment by the OWNER to the VILLAGE of the tap-in or connection charges in
existence at the time of the actual connection under the applicable provisions of the
ordinances of the VILLAGE, the VILLAGE will allow such tap-ins or connections to the LINE
and MAIN as are necessary to provide water service to the REAL ESTATE in accordance with
the attached EXHIBIT B.

2. Subsequent to such tap-ins or connections, the VILLAGE, subject to all rules, regulations
and ordinances of the VILLAGE, will provide water supply to the REAL ESTATE to such
capacity and in such amounts as will adequately service the REAL ESTATE under its
aforesaid intended usage, provided however;

(A) That the improvements to be constructed pursuant to the aforesaid plans and
specifications are in no way to be changed, altered, varied or modified from the provisions of
said plans and specifications without the express written approval from the Mayor and Board
of Trustees.

(B) OWNER will pay all rates, fees and charges for such service and supply in effect for

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similar service and supply at the time of such tap-ins or connections or which may thereafter
from time to time imposed therefore by the VILLAGE in accordance with normal Village
procedures.

(C) Immediately upon receipt of a written request from the VILLAGE, signed by the Village
Mayor, the OWNER will execute and file with the VILLAGE, a petition requesting annexation to
the VILLAGE of the REAL ESTATE or any part thereof as may be so requested by the
VILLAGE.

OWNER will execute such petition as the legal title holder of the REAL ESTATE and as
elector residing thereon, if such is the case.

In the event there are other electors residing upon the REAL ESTATE who are not parties
to this agreement, the OWNER will obtain the signatures of such electors upon the petition, if
requested to do so by the VILLAGE.

In the event, at the time such request is made by the VILLAGE, it is necessary to obtain
the signatures of persons other that the OWNER of the REAL ESTATE and the electors
residing thereon upon such petition, the OWNER will obtain such signatures if requested to do
so by the VILLAGE.

Such petition for annexation will be provided by the VILLAGE and will be in the form
required under the applicable laws of the State of lllinois.

Subject to the applicable laws of the State of lllinois, the VILLAGE will at its option annex
the REAL ESTATE within a reasonable time after the filing of the petition for annexation.

The OWNER will not annex the REAL ESTATE to any other municipality without the
approval in writing of the VILLAGE. Should such REAL ESTATE be annexed into another
municipality, the VILLAGE may, at its sole discretion, cause the water supply to be
disconnected.

(D) OWNER shall reimburse VILLAGE for, or directly and promptly pay, all expenses and
costs incurred by the VILLAGE in the preparation of this Agreement and in preparation of, or
adoption, recording and filing of any ordinances, petitions or notices required hereunder
including but not limited to: (1) Attorneys fees and expenses, (2) Surveyors fees and

expenses, (3) Recording fees, (4) Publication costs, (5) Engineering fees and expenses and

3
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(6) Planning fees and expenses.

3. The use of the REAL ESTATE shall not change without the expressed written approval
of the VILLAGE as long as water service is hence provided by the VILLAGE. If the use
changes without this expressed written consent, the VILLAGE may, at its sole discretion,
cause the water service to be disconnected.

4. This AGREEMENT and each and all of the covenants, obligations and conditions hereof,
shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the heirs, personal representatives,
successors and assigns of the OWNER and the successors in the office of the officers of the
VILLAGE, and any successor municipal corporation of the VILLAGE.

5. All notices given under this AGREEMENT shall be given in writing by depositing the
same in the United States Mail, registered or certified, postage prepaid, enclosed in an

envelope addressed to the party to be notified, as follows:

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6. Failure of any party to the AGREEMENT to insist upon the strict and prompt
performance to the terms, covenants, agreements and conditions herein contained, or any of
them, upon any other party imposed, shall not constitute or be construed as a waiver or
relinquishment of any party's right thereafter to enforce any such term, covenant, agreement or
condition, but the same shall continue in full force and effect.

7. This AGREEMENT sets forth all promises, inducements, agreements, condition or
understandings either oral or written, expressed or implied between them, other than are
herein set forth. No subsequent alteration, amendment, change or addition to the
AGREEMENT shall be binding upon the parties hereto unless reduced in writing and signed by
them.

8. The submission of the AGREEMENT for examination does not constitute an offer to
enter into the AGREEMENT and this AGREEMENT becomes effective only upon execution
thereof by the parties hereto.

9. This AGREEMENT, upon signing by all parties hereto, shall be recorded by the VILLAGE

in the office of the Recorder of Deeds in Lake County, lllinois.

10. Annexation and Terms of Village Code Sections 8-2-3-1 and 8-2A-1
10.1  This Agreement shall not be valid unless the Owner has done the following:
(1)  If the Property is contiguous to the Village, filed with the Village a fully
executed and unconditional Petition to Annex the property to the Village,
as approved by the Village Attorney.
(2) If the Property is not contiguous to the Village, executed an Annexation
Agreement, approved by the Village, which shall contain, among other
matters, an agreement to file an unconditional Petition to Annex the
property to the Village as soon as the property becomes contiguous to
the Village.
10.2 Village Code Sections 8-2-3-1 and 8-2A are made a part of this Agreement as
though fully set forth in this Agreement.

Summary / Background:

In 2011, the Village of Lincolnshire entered into a second intergovernmental agreement with the
Lake County Stormwater Management Commission (LCSMC) and the Village of Riverwoods to
maintain a streamflow gauge on the Des Plaines River at the Route 22 bridge in Lincolnshire.
This gauge replaced the previous wire weight gauge manually operated by the Police
Department to measure the elevation of the river during flood events.

The existing intergovernmental agreement is for three years and about to expire. The new
agreement will be in effect from October 1, 2014 to September 30, 2017. LCSMC also secured
funding from the United States Geological Survey to reduce the overall cost of calibrating the
gauge. The gauge measures the river height and discharge. The relationship between the river
height and the discharge, i.e., the amount of water passing a particular location, can vary over
time and is a good indication of the condition of the river. High water heights and low discharge
can indicate dams in the water while low heights and high discharge can indicate dam or bank
failures.

Since April 1, 2010, the National Weather Service has issued forecast future flood stages for
this gauge. This information is available on the internet at
http://water.weather.gov/ahps2/hydrograph.php?wfo=lot&gage=Idri2

The National Weather Service creates flood crest predictions based upon current flow
conditions in the river as well as predicted weather conditions over the next 48 hours. Staff
relies on these predictions to anticipate deployment of pumps on Lincolnshire Drive and the
opening and closing of Londonderry Lane. In addition, USGS has updated their flood
inundation map (http://il. water.usgs.gov/ithp/lake/#) to provide the depth of inundation. The
current map now not only shows the limits of the inundation, but also the depth. The depth of
inundation is critical to first responders in order to quickly assess the equipment needed to
access a particular area.

MANAGEMENT COMMISSION, 333 Peterson Road, Libertyville, Illinois 60048 (hereinafter
called SMC), the VILLAGE OF RIVERWOODS, 300 Portwine Road, Riverwoods, IL 60015
(hereinafter called RIVERWOODS), and the VILLAGE OF LINCOLNSHIRE, One Olde Half
Day Road Lincolnshire, IL 60069 (hereinafter called LINCOLNSHIRE).

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The program includes the ongoing operation and maintenance of a streamflow gauge on the Des
Plaines River at Route 22 near Lincolnshire, Illinois, from October 1, 2014 to September 30,
2017. The approximate location of the gauge is shown in Attachment 1. This work is
hereinafter called the PROGRAM.

SCOPE OF WORK

USGS and SMC have proposed a Joint Funding Agreement for the PROGRAM as described in
Attachments 2 and 3. RIVERWOODS and LINCOLNSHIRE, as part of this agreement, shall
contribute funds towards the operation and maintenance of the gauge with SMC.

SCHEDULE

The PROGRAM is effective immediately upon signature of this agreement.

1. The total PROGRAM cost is approximately $41,700 for a three year period. The total
RIVERWOODS and LINCOLNSHIRE contribution is $3,425 each/year, for a total
contribution as detailed in Attachment 2.

2. USGS will issue billings to SMC annually. SMC will bill RIVERWOODS and
LINCOLNSHIRE once the USGS billings are received. Payments are due to SMC from
RIVERWOODS and LINCOLNSHIRE within 30 days after the billing date.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. The terms of this Agreement are valid until September 30, 2017.

2. All adjustments, additions, modifications, and/or deletions to this Agreement are subject
to the written approval of all parties.

3. The performance period may be changed by mutual agreement and set forth in an
exchange of letters between the parties.

4. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed according to the laws of the State of
Ilinois.

BACKGROUND

The USGS Illinois Water Science Center, in cooperation with the Lake County Stormwater
Management Commission (SMC) and the Villages of Lincolnshire and Riverwoods, installed a
streamflow-gaging station on the Des Plaines River at Lincolnshire (USGS 05528100), developed a
stage-discharge relation for use by the National Weather Service (NWS) in adding a forecast point to
the Advanced Hydrologic Prediction Service (AHPS--
http://water.weather.gov/ahps2/hydrograph.php?wfo=lot&gage=Idri2) and developed a streamgage-
linked flood inundation map Web site ( http://il.water.usgs.gov/ifthp/lake/).

The streamgage and associated real-time Web site will be operated and maintained for the duration of
this agreement.

An important part of the USGS mission is to provide scientific information to minimize the loss of
life and property from natural disasters. To effectively accomplish this mission, the USGS provides
reliable, impartial, and timely data and interpretive information for understanding and preventing
disasters from flood hazards.
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
